Vision
2.1 What do you think are the most important

things that make Aberdeen a good place to
live, visit and/or work?

Still a good economy and new initiative like
sporting events, however, there is not much
to attract people to the City. More should be
made of public places and parks. Lack of
strong decision making is detrimental to the
City.

Make the City cleaner and safer. Sort out
Union Street. Get people living and
working in the City Centre. Have less
traffic on Union Street, no need for 6 lanes
of traffic.

Better or different routes for buses. It is
appreciated that there is not the population
to sustain Union Street in its original
capacity so need to look for alternatives.

Open railway stations at Kittybrewster,
Bucksburn and Altens which would take a
lot of cars and buses off the roads.

(For example,
how can we make it easier to travel in and
around Aberdeen? Should we look at
pedestrianisation in the City Centre?)

It takes too long to get anywhere so extra
railway links (as above) would help.
Covered areas in the city centre might help
eg cover the Castlegate like in Berlin

2.7 ...ensuring we have high quality buildings
and places? (For example, how can we
better protect our built heritage and
ensure high quality and sympathetic
architecture and landscape design?)

Leave the architects to it especially for the
larger landmark-type developments.
Encourage housebuilders to improve
design. We need to be less precious about
the built heritage. Does it need to be
sympathetic?

We need to have an attitude which
demonstrates we are open for business.
